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Explanation
If unable to locate first aid training that includes mouth-to-mouth resuscitation, you must complete both a first aid course and CPR.
Trainers who offer classes on how to report suspected child abuse must use a curriculum that the Iowa Department of Health review panel approved. The course must be at least 2 hours long. Child Care Resource and Referral agencies use an approved curriculum. Current law requires you to take this training every five years.
A sponsored group setting is training received with other adults. The training must be conducted by a trainer employed by or contracted with one of the following:

· Area Education Agencies (AEA)

· Regent's Center
· Hospitals (health and safety; first aid; cpr)
· Red Cross (health and safety; first aid; cpr)
· American Heart Association (health and safety; first aid; cpr)
· National Safety Council (health and safety; first aid; cpr)
· Medic First Aid (health and safety; first aid; cpr)
· Head Start
· State professional associations such as IAEYC, IFCCA, etc.
· National professional associations such as NAEYC, American Academy of Pediatrics, etc.
· Child Care and Adult Food Program (CACFP)

· WIC (Women, Infants and Children)

· State Departments of Health, Education, and Human Services
